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2.2 Inserting the battery

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2.3 Charging the battery

2. The orange LED will light up for proper charging.
3. After full charge, the LED turns to green.

4. It takes about 290 minutes to achieve full charge. Actual
charging time depends on current battery capacity and
charging conditions.
